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Keeping traditions alive (4£42{77F) is never an easy thing. Chen Zunkai is the founder (€177 of Baoyuan

Dumpling House. She has spent over 17 years _1 one of the most traditional Chinese foods: dumplings.

Her dumplings are not the white ones simply filled with meat, _2 colorful ones using more than 150 kinds of

fillings.

“What I try to do is to make dumplings have a taste of _3 ,” says Chen. “I hope every customer — northerners
or southerners, vegetarians (2% £ %) or non-vegetarians, Chinese people or foreigners — can _4 something
familiar (FAZRYT).”

Chinese dumplings are believed to be more than 2,000 years old. _5 , they are made and eaten by people in
